From the Principal’'s Desk

Dear Parents

We have a number of
students in our High School
who are here for a short stay,
usually a month or so, during
their northern hemisphere
holidays. | have just spent
time talking to two of them,
one from Milan, the other
from Verona, Italy.

In addition, we have two
student teachers spending a month with
us from the University of Freiburg in
Germany. These visitors are a wonderful
addition to our school community. They
are here to learn English and to experi-
ence another culture. In return they en-
rich our school’s mix, add to the interna-
tionalism of our student body, and, in so
doing are like extra ingredients in a
salad.

Another visitor from Ulm in Germany has
said that he has enjoyed his stay here so
much that he would like to return full-
time. The realities of attending a school
from so far away may be more complex
than he realises, but it is good to know
that he has had such a warm Hout Bay
welcome that he doesn’t want to leave.

As parents and as a school we seek to
instil respect in our children - respect for
oneself, one’s parents, fellow students,
work, community, school and country.
Respect is nurtured in the soil of self-
confidence and allows trust and toler-
ance to flourish. It is with surprise and
sadness that we have watched the re-
cent spread of violence across the United
Kingdom. The UK is synonymous in my
mind with civility, the rule of law, orderli-
ness and courtesy. The fact that a small
minority can run amok with such aggres-
sion seems incongruous. For those who
perpetrate such acts of violence, respect
counts for nothing. The casualties may,
at first seem to be the shop windows of
the High Street, but will, in the long term
be trust and freedom. Windows can be
replaced, but trust and freedom, once
lost, are very difficult to regain. The
causes of the civil unrest seem to be
complex and | am hardly qualified to offer

an opinion, but if there is a les-
son to be learnt it must be that
the respect that we seek to
make a cornerstone of the cul-
ture of our school is a precious
and very fragile commaodity.

One of my favourite quotes of
Nelson Mandela’s comes from
his book ‘A Long Walk to Free-
dom,’

“No one is born hating another person
because of the colour of their skin, or his
background, or his religion. People must
learn to hate, and if they can learn to
hate, they can be taught to love, for love
comes more naturally to the human heart
than its opposite.”
