On a similar note…. 
 
It was with great pride that we received the 
news recently that Michelle Bridgens (IB2) 
had been awarded her NSRI ‘Crew’ badge 
recently. Michelle has been interested in the 
NSRI since she was 13, and has spent many 
weekends involved in training and out on the 
water as a trainee member. She has under-
taken First Aid, navigation, open water sur-
vival, and radio communications courses, 
amongst many others. The risks involved in 
sea rescue are high, and the training and 
standards rigorous. To become a crew mem-
ber is something that takes years of hard 
work: most of it in rough seas and cold water. 
Michelle is the youngest crew member of 
Rescue 8. 
 
Last weekend I had the pleasure of working 
with Michelle: in my capacity as a member of 
mountain rescue, and Michelle on board  
Rescue 8, the Hout Bay NSRI’s boat. We 
were involved in the search for a missing boy 
who had been swept off the rocks near Seal 
Island. Our mountain rescue team searched 
the shore while the NSRI searched the  
waters. That day we found nothing. Sadly, the 
young lad had drowned and Michelle was a 
member of the crew that recovered the body 
six days later. This is for many seasoned  
veterans a very tough experience: for a new, 
young member of the crew, truly a baptism of 
fire. After all such rescues there is a debrief-
ing, after which we meet at the NSRI’s base. I 
overheard one old salt say, ‘She’s a tough 
thing. I’ll have her on my crew anytime.’ 
That’s about as great a compliment as you 
can receive. 
 
Well done, Michelle. She intends studying to 
become a paramedic next year.
